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LENTEN REGULATIONS
Weekdays of Lent:
There is no obligation to fast. However, voluntary acts of self-denial are recommended.
Days of Fast and Abstinence: Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
Limit of one full meal on these days for all between the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive.
Days of Abstinence: All Fridays in Lent
All who have reached their 14th year are bound to abstain totally from meat.
Easter Duty Obligation:
Holy Communion must be received during the Easter Season,
which begins at the Vigil of Easter, April 3, and concludes Pentecost Sunday, May 23.
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Sundays during Lent
Liturgy of the Word for Children during the 9:00 a.m. Mass. This Lent the children will create a personal book of

prayer as they journey with Jesus from the desert to the cross. The book, ] Went Walking with Jesus and What
Did He Do? What Did He Say?, will be illustrated each week using paper collage. The book will focus on what
Jesus did and said and will include a prayer reflection based on the gospel message each week.
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Tuesday Evenings during Lent

Deepen your relationship with Jesus by spending some time before the Blessed Sacrament. We invite you to
attend Eucharistic Adoration every Tuesday evening after the 5:30 p.m. Mass until midnight. We will
continue Tuesday nights of Adoration through the Lent and Easter seasons, until the end of May. If you'd like
to sign up for a regular weekly hour, or if you have any questions, please contact Megan Naumovski at
megbski@aol.com.

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OPERATION RICE BOWL

Catholic Relief Services' Operation Rice Bowl program draws Catholics into the unique spirit of the
Lenten season. It is an opportunity for families, communities, and parishes to reflect on, pray for, and
assist the poor in this country and in the developing world. For families especially, the program pro-
vides a forum for understanding the values of self-sacrifice and concern for the poor everywhere.

We, as a parish, will distribute Rice Bowls the Sunday before Ash Wednesday (February 14) in the rear of
church. Using the Rice Bowl as a symbol of poverty and hunger, individuals, families, and parishes participate in
the program through: Prayer, Fasting, Education, and Almsgiving. A collection box will be placed in the vestibule
to collect all Rice Bowls from April 4th, Easter Sunday, until Monday, April 19th. Following that week, our
contributions will be tallied and sent to Catholic Relief Services. We ask that you take one per family and that
ALL BOWLS be returned to the collection box in the vestibule of church or to the parish office NO LATER THAN
Monday, April 19, 2010.
